NARRATION 1:

The Federation of Canadian Municipalities is well known across Canada for bringing partners together to find solutions to practical problems, help deliver basic services, promote sustainable local economic development, and encourage citizen participation.

But, the work of FCM extends far beyond Canada’s borders.

Since 1987, with the support of its municipal partners and funding from the Canadian International Development Agency, FCM has provided expertise and assistance to communities around the world through its international Municipal Partnership Programs.

” In the early days when we were running projects it was built on a combination of some municipal expertise and some consulting expertise.

But, over the years we’ve transitioned so that it’s really, really based in our municipal members in Canada and their expertise and their ability to mobilize their skill set and their community working with partners overseas.”  (23 seconds)

Over the past 25 years FCM has been active in more than 40 countries in Africa, Latin America, Eastern Europe, the Middle East and Asia.

FCM supports its municipal partners in improving local governance, municipal operations and public services. Canadian municipal practitioners work with overseas partners to build their capacity in the areas of waste management, disaster reconstruction and economic development.
